A. Meeting Attendance: 1,600.   Not quite as many as hoped, but healthy.  

 

B. Finance Committee: New Operating Reserves Fund 

● Use the interest (3-5% annually) from the $10M Operating Fund to do something big 

each year. => $300,000 

• Proposals cannot exceed ⅓ of that max (so proposals need to be $100,000). 

● This is a pilot year, they are soliciting big ideas from each TC to consider. Think 

outside of the normal technical initiative ideas.  

● Want it to be something as many members as possible can get behind, competition of 

proposals. 

● Not recurring events.  

● Deadline for proposals is October 1st, 2026. Assessed by Finance Committee, they 

make a recommendation for Executive Council to approve.

F. Technical Initiatives – Proposed Changes, Reports, and Renewals

● Technical Initiatives are meant to inspire and support innovative ideas. 

Suggestions for appropriate investments in outreach, education, and other ASA 

activities are encouraged. TIs do not automatically roll over. 

● 2 buckets: Ongoing Funds, and New/Innovative Programs.  

● Ongoing Funds:  
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o $5000 annually for TCAA, can be used to assist Invited Speakers, 

Student Paper Awards, and small other items.   

o Even though our AIA CEU is an annual expense, we put that 

initiative through to the other bucket, because “help the ASA to 

achieve its mission and strategic goals.” 

● New/Innovative Funds:  

o This is getting re-vamped a little bit. 

o 2025 was the first time the fund was fully used. Need to setup a 

process to prioritize. 

o Each TC will be asked to vote to prioritize it’s own requests in case 

the total requests from all TC’s exceed $75k, and Technical 

Council will approve top priorities first.  

o Reports on use of the funding will now be responsibility of the TC 

Chairs in a timely fashion to ensure proper use of funds.  

 

● No Objections noted in the room, TC members think it makes sense.

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● Project Updates 

o The Global Campus Peer Reviewer Identification tool has now been 

expended to all AIPP and Partner journals on PXP. Using AI, the tool 

helps editors find more potential reviewers quickly and easily form a 

wider pool of researchers by using semantic search. 

o There is a new NIH Public Access Policy required that all peer-

reviewed publication resulting for NIH-funded research be made 

publicly accessible on the date of publication, with no embargo. To 

support compliance under the new policy, ASA authors can comply by 

depositing their Accepted Author Manuscript (AAM) in the NIH 

Manuscript Submission System (NIHMS) upon acceptance. 

  

6. POMA - Proceedings of Meetings on Acoustics (Lauren Ronsse, contact

● Proceedings of Meetings on Acoustics (POMA) is an editor-reviewed, open-

access, online journal published by the Acoustical Society of America (ASA). 

Articles originate as papers presented at semiannual ASA meetings or at other 

cosponsored meetings. Both researchers and practitioners are encouraged to 

submit manuscripts to POMA.   

 

● POMA holds a series of society-wide student paper competitions for a POMA 

submission based on a presentation or poster from ASA meetings. 

 

● Award Amounts: Up to five student papers will receive an award of USD 

$300. Additionally, the student paper winners will be noted on the POMA 

cover page and their article will be promoted in email and social media 

campaigns. 

 

● Mechanics: Student authors will indicate they want to participate in the 

competition at the time of POMA submission. 

 

● Competition Timeline: The POMA submission competition deadline is 30 

days after the meeting.  For the Honolulu meeting, the submission deadline is 

16 January 2026. 

 

7. Women in Acoustics (Jessica Clements)   

● The WIA luncheon took a new format as a reception this past Monday night. 

Thank you to those who came & we hope more will join us next time. We're 

looking to make this our named reception to bring back the chance to honor a 

woman who has made big contributions to acoustics. 

● WIA continues to see lots of activity and involvement. We had 25 

applications for our Emerging Investigator Travel Grant and 16 for the 

Dependent Care Subsidies.  

● 8 grants, 4 of each, were awarded for $1,000 each. 
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● Remember the Dependent Care Subsidies are open to men and women caring 

for human dependents.   

● This is an open committee, so all are welcome.

Each nomination requires a complete dossier which must 

include; letter of nomination, two seconding letters, complete vitae of the 

nominee following a prescribed outline, and the proposed Citation for the 

award. To the extent possible, the dossier should be completed without the 

nominee’s awareness of the process. Note that the nominations will be 

reviewed by representatives from all of the Technical Committees, most of 

whom are unfamiliar with architectural acoustics.

15. Panel on Public Policy (Eric Reuter)   

● PoPP met last week.  Not much has changed since the last report.   

 

● The final proposed policy statement on Acoustics and Climate change and the 

draft policy statement on Acoustic Weapons were submitted to EC last spring, 

but they have not yet addressed them.  I expect that to happen this week. 

 

● We have also been asked to consider the possibility of a policy position on 

pickleball noise, but the Panel unanimously agrees that the focus is too narrow 

and that there is no yet any scientific consensus on the health impacts.  This 

would be needed before considering any policy.   

 

● IEQ-GA, the IEQ 2025 conference was held in Montreal in September and 

included three papers related to acoustics.  This is the first time an EEQ 

conference has included acoustics, and it is an important step forward.   

● I have represented ASA at IEQ-GA for several years now, and I would like to 

step down.  Please ask the committee for potential volunteers to take over this 

position.  There are 3-4 meetings a year, at least two tied to ASHRAE 

conferences.  There are travel funds available, but they can also be attended 

remotely.  The objective is to make sure that acoustics is included in indoor 

environmental quality discussions, meetings, etc.  I think someone who works 

in HVAC noise, speech privacy, etc. would be a great fit.

ASA School 2026 is an Acoustical Society of America event for graduate students and 
early career acousticians in all areas of acoustics to learn about and discuss a wide 
variety of topics related to the interdisciplinary theme Living in the Acoustic Environment. 
ASA School 2026 follows on the success of six previous ASA Schools starting in 2012, and 
will provide opportunities for meeting instructors and fellow attendees; mentoring;

○ Primarily use ASA session designations and add on EAA conference areas

○ Ex: Musical acoustics on Tuesday Morning: Musical Acoustics (ASA) and Musical Acoustics (EAA) would be 

2aMU/AR11.

■ Sessions from ASA will be shared with EAA who will work with session chair to identify best match conference 

area.

■ Proposed special sessions from EAA members will make a best match to an ASA TC and designate their 

corresponding conference area. If more than one area is a reasonable match, the session chair will make the 

decision where to submit.

○ Technical or committee chairs can present suggestions for matching. Sessions should be merged if appropriate.

○ Session organizers should aim to have EAA and ASA co-chairs wherever possible.

■ Contributed sessions will be assembled from submitted talks with no special session.

○ For assembled sessions with a focus, an EAA conference area can be added.

○ For assembled sessions without a focus (i.e. ‘General topics in’), no EAA conference area needs to be added.

■ Memorial and honorary sessions will be allowed flexibility in structure.

■ There will be no limits on number of  special sessions.

■ Please make an effort to submit near-final sessions by around March 2026. Sessions will be allowed to be added at

No 

discussion or individual approval of the proposed Technical Initiatives on the 

consent agenda is required provided that the sum total of those Technical Initiatives 

do not exceed 25% of the allocated technical initiative funds within a calendar year 

($75k x .25=$18,750). 

• All  individual Technical Initiatives proposals for more than $2500 each are to be 

discussed and voted on by Technical Council. 

• Unspent funds in approved technical initiatives are not to be repurposed for other 

use. Any approved funds not spent for the approved purpose are to be left unspent. 

• Funds for Technical Initiatives must be used in the year they are allocated and will 

not be carried over to the following year. A new technical initiative proposal must be 

resubmitted and approved if the initiative is to be completed in the following year.

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ASA SUPPORT OF NON-ASA 
MEETINGS
• The Acoustical Society of America (ASA) may act as a sponsor or co-sponsor of 

special meetings if sponsorship is approved adequately in advance by the 

Executive Council. Approval shall be subject to the understanding that Society 

representatives shall participate actively in planning and organizing the 

meeting, e.g., by organizing sessions.

• Funding to help support participation in non-ASA meetings can be requested 

through the new/innovative Technical Initiatives program.

• These requests have grown in number and cost and typically represent the 

majority of the Technical Initiatives funding. 



CO-SPONSORSHIP DETAILS
• The amount of financial support provided will typically be around $2,000, and in rare 

instances as much as $3,000. 

• MOST requests exceed these amounts – typically $4k-$8k, reflecting inflation and 
realistic meeting costs.

• There is detailed guidance on this program:
➢ These funds are to be used to encourage participation by students and early career associates in the 

form of paper or poster presentations. 

➢ The purpose of offering ASA co-sponsorship and financial support of non-ASA meetings is to provide 
a mechanism for improved outreach and education on acoustics-related topics for ASA members and 
to add visibility of ASA to other societies and locations. 

➢ Requests for support should originate from meeting organizers for general support of their non-ASA 
meeting and not from individual ASA members requesting support for themselves or their students or 
colleagues. 

➢ Non-ASA meetings that are approved as ASA co-sponsored meetings will be included on the ASA 
webpage that lists these events. The ASA will also announce the co-sponsored meeting to ASA 
members in relevant technical areas (typically by email broadcast). 

➢ ASA cosponsored meetings are also eligible to use Proceedings of Meetings on Acoustics (POMA), 
an editor-reviewed, open-access, online journal containing articles that originate as papers 
presented at semiannual ASA meetings or at ASA cosponsored meetings. 

➢ ASA support should be acknowledged in the meeting program or proceedings book, on the meeting 
website, and in other appropriate locations. The ASA logo can be made available electronically to 
meeting organizers by contacting the ASA Office (asa@acousticalsociety.org). 

➢ ASA membership applications should be provided to the organizers of the non-ASA meeting to 
include in registration packets to increase ASA visibility and encourage membership in ASA. 

➢ ASA membership applications should also be available, whenever possible, through the non-ASA 
meeting announcement on the meeting webpage via a link to the ASA webpage.
